honor Western North Carolina Railroad officer, Alexander Boyd Andrews.
The geyser was part of the property surrounding the Round Knob Hotel. In
1903, the hotel burned, and the owners decided not to rebuild. The geyser
was such a popular attraction, one of its admirers paid to have it moved to
the opposite side of the creek, and today it’s part of a public park owned
